Western Hills Guest Ranch – Site of SWUUSI 2009
Location:  Western Hills Guest Ranch, a resort ranch, is located one hour east of Tulsa, Oklahoma. The resort is located on a peninsula in the 2,300 acre Sequoyah State Park on 19,000-acre Fort Gibson Lake. Shuttle service is available (for a fee) to/from the Tulsa airport.

Accommodations: Ninety-five hotel rooms, three theme suites, and six poolside cabana suites are available in a two-story lodge at the resort. Rooms have either poolside view with balconies/patios or beautiful panoramic views of the lake. Forty-four cottages, some with kitchenettes, are located within walking distance of the lodge. Some cottages are newly renovated. The Bunkhouse, which sleeps up to 46 people, has its own meeting room and kitchen. This will be the focus of the Young Adult program. There are 179 RV campsites and 190 unimproved sites for tent camping.
Hotel room types include King (1 king bed), Queen (1 queen bed), Double/Single (1 full bed & 1 twin bed), Double/Double (2 full beds), or Queen Wallbed (1 Murphy bed).

Cottage types include Studio Cottage (1 queen bed, with or without kitchenette), Studio Cottage Handicap Accessible (1 queen bed, no kitchenette, smoking), One Bedroom Cottage (2 twin beds & 1 queen Murphy bed, smoking, with or without kitchenette), and Two Bedroom Cottage (4 twin beds & 1 queen Murphy bed, kitchenette, smoking).

All cottages have a television, telephone, & shower. Charcoal grills are located at the cottages.
Kitchenettes have a two-burner stove top, sink, microwave, & refrigerator. No dishes, utensils, cookware or coffeemakers are provided. 

The lodge includes a restaurant and the Black Jack Saloon.

Recreation: Western Hills features a championship 18-hole golf course with a pro shop, two lighted tennis courts, horseback trail rides, water sports, volleyball, hiking, fishing, etc. Three Forks Nature Center, run by a Park Naturalist, houses many different species of Oklahoma wildlife, including a bald eagle. Paradise Cove Marina, located within the park, features paddleboats and pontoon boat rental and tours around the lake area. Other area attractions include the Five Civilized Tribe Museum, Azalea Gardens, Cherokee Heritage Center, Fort Gibson Stockade, and the Illinois River.
